ARTICLE V_ SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS

SECTION 5-1 AUTHORIZED SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS

‘Unless specifically permitted as a named use or as a categorized use the
following special exceptions may be permitted by the Council, in the Districts
listed, subject to full and complete compliance with any and all conditions
listed, together with such other conditions as the Council may impose.
